Our class is back from our Holiday Break, rested and ready for the New Year. We hope that all our
families have had a relaxing and fulfilling time at home over the vacation. At the moment, our class is
preparing for our trip to New York and the Montessori Model UN in early March. Special thanks again to
all the parents and friends who have helped raise over $8,000 towards the trip. Presently, students are
researching furiously and preparing amazing position papers, which identify their country’s stance on
different issues that affect the global community, such as food scarcity, water management, and
alternative forms of energy. In addition, our students have enjoyed working with different types of
writing, from expository and persuasive writing to creative and journalistic writing. One favorite lately
has been the introduction of Fairytale Times, a writing exercise that is meant to spark the imagination.
Students create fantastic headlines from cards and then write a story that will explain it—you can only
imagine the fun we’ve had creating and sharing these stories. In our math, we have continued to focus
on decimal fractions with both the decimal board and decimal checkerboard, as well as dividing
decimals with materials. Some students have graduated from square roots and are working on cube
roots. Others are working with ratios and proportions. We are all working hard and enjoying the new
workbooks to help us through our math curriculum. In our cultural work, we continue to explore the
air and the ocean, and the physics of why our planet behaves the way it does. We have also really
enjoyed learning about chemistry and atoms through our Evolutionary Chemistry curriculum, which
continues to develop our understanding of our physical universe. Our next field trip is to NY. Thanks
again for all the support from our community.

Garden and Library - Ms. Jayne

GARDEN: Many thanks to all of the families that came to Summit during the winter vacation to water the
gardens. Our plants are doing so well. They are certainly enjoying the moisture and the cool weather.

It is a new season of planting in our gardens. A new crop of seeds: forget-me nots, sunflowers, daisies
and carrots are waiting for our tender loving care. We have several new garden decorations that the kids
love so very much.

Our “red wigglers” will consume
one half pound of food waste per day! We are putting the worms to work creating compost and the
classes are taking weekly turns reducing the amount of waste they throw away after lunch. It is an
exciting way to begin to build a compost system. Reduce, re-use and recycle.

LIBRARY: Our youngest students, the toddlers, are truly enjoying their visits to the library. It is a long
walk, for those little people, from their classrooms to the library! We are singing songs, enjoying finger
plays and reading several books each visit. They love “l Had a Little Turtle” and “Where is Thumbkin?”
They are such good listeners and are so anxious to learn. It is truly wonderful to watch them learning the
routines as the months go by. They particularly enjoy the “big books” such as “The Boy who Loved
Dumplings” and “Angus Thought He Was Big”. The children do a wonderful job.

Our oldest students, the elementary kids, will be playing a Valentine’s Day library search game. They
will be working in pairs to fine tune their library skills by locating books, subjects, categories and Dewey
Decimal numbers.
